Why R?

1. R is free. Thus you will be able to use R wherever your career subsequently takes you.
2. R has been enthusiastically embraced by the statistical and scientific community and is probably now the most widely used statistical software in the world.

3. It runs on all major computer platforms—UNIX (Linux), Windows, and Macintosh.

4. It is written by world-class statisticians and scientists. 

5. It is open source so the code is available for validation.

6. R is modular. In addition to the base software that is constantly expanding there are currently almost 5000  add-on modules that do entire suites of complicated statistical analyses. These are also free and easily loaded into the main program.

7. R produces publication-quality graphics.

Why not R?
1.  It is not so easy to start analyses with the programme – it is neccesary to learn basics of syntax and basic commands.

2. It has (almost) no GUI – only prompt. 

3. We need search the best possible commands in many packages.

4. All tables and plots must be „programmed“ – not only created by clicking of mouse.
